Proposed date for River Titles 16th 17th February subject to confirmation of when River Classic to be held.

Nominations for the Bay titles were received from RQYS KBSC & RPYC 

The Date for these was set for 2nd & 3rd March 2002

Concerns were raised about RQYS recent offer to host selection trials (no separate course, fee etc..) 

Most were  in favour of RQYS hosting the Bay titles provided they were prepared to run a separate course and meet SQSA requirements. Various people to talk to Richard at RQYS in order to resolve these concerns.

It was decided that should RQYS not be able to meet SQSA requirements we should opt for one of the other venues these venues were put to a vote with KBSC receiving 5 votes; RPYC receiving 5 votes 2 people abstaining from voting the final vote was left to the president Dean Balcon who voted for KBSC. 

Hence should RQYS be unable to meet SQSA requirements then KBSC will host the 2002 Bay Titles
