The Clariti Telecommunications 2001 Dinghy Winter Regatta will be governed by the current rules as defined in the 2001-2004 International Sailing Federation Racing Rules of Sailing (RRS), the Prescriptions and Special Regulations of the Australian Yachting Federation (AYF), the relevant Class Rules (as applicable), thie Notice of Race, (except as any of these are altered by the Sailing Instructions) and by the Sailing Instructions.

3
ALTERATIONS OF RACING RULES

3.1 The second sentence of ISAF RRS 29.3 (General Recall) is amended in accordance with ISAF RRS Rule 86 as follows: Subsequent divisions will start according to the starting sequence.  The Warning Signal for a new start for the recalled class shall be made at the starting signal for the last division in the starting sequence. The Warning Signal for a new start for a subsequent recalled class (or classes) shall be made at the starting signal for the previously recalled class.  

The amendment to ISAF RRS 29.3 may be clarified as, “If your Class is subject to a General Recall, the Starting Sequence will keep going and your Class restart will go to the end of the queue”.

4
ELIGIBILITY AND ENTRY

The Regatta is open to all classes of off-the-beach dinghies (as per AYF Addendum A Part 2 of the RRS) and to all owners/skippers who are a current financial member of an AYF or QYA affiliated Sailing Club.

Entries for the Clariti Telecommunications 2001 Dinghy Winter Regatta shall be lodged on the Entry Form, attached to this Notice of Race as Appendix A, with the SYC Sailing Office before 0900 hours on the day of the first race in which they will compete.

The Low Point Scoring System, RRS Appendix A.4.1 will apply, except that there are four (4) races scheduled, of which two (2) races must be completed to constitute a Series.  If four (4) races are sailed the total score for a boat shall be the sum of her best three (3) scores.  If three (3) or less races are sailed the total score for a boat shall be the sum of her scores for all races.
