APPENDICES TO THE CONSTITUTION

APPENDIX I – DEFINITIONS

1. A SABOT:

(a) A sabot, means the sailing craft as defined by the Australian National Sabot Council Constitution, Appendix II, and the Sabot Plan Booklet, together with amendments incorporated in the ANSC Constitution.  Plans and ANSC Constitution are available from the S.Q.S.A. Inc.


(b) It is the responsibility of the registered owner of a sabot to ensure that at all times the boat and gear conform to the required specifications.


(c) On production of a properly completed Measurer’s Form and on receipt of the appropriate fee, the Registrar may accept a Sabot for provisional registration.  The Registrar shall then allocate a number and the Sabot shall be eligible to compete in events under the control of this Association.  The Provisional Registration shall be submitted for confirmation at the next General Meeting.


(d) The Management Committee may, on production of a Measurer’s Form and on receipt of the fee, accept for Registration a Sabot which in the opinion of the Management Committee, fulfils the requirements of the rules contained in the ANSC Constitution and Appendices.


(e) Replacement of gear and sails must be certified by an authorised measurer.

2. ADEQUATE EFFICIENT ESCORT VESSELS:

Adequate efficient escort vessels shall be inboard or outboard motor launches in good working order, which should be in the proportion of at least one escort vessel to seven starters in any event conducted under the direction of the Association.

APPENDIX II – BY LAWS

1. SAIL NUMBERS:

Upon registration of a Sabot, a Sail Number shall be allotted by the Registrar. Any number so issued shall become the Registered Number of the Sail and Boat and shall not be altered.  The number shall be in a solid contrasting colour on each side of the sail and shall be a minimum 230mm high and 38mm wide.  The Registered Number must be engraved in the keel as per ANSC Rules 25mm high and 2mm deep and be clearly visible at all times.

2. CLASS INSIGNIA:

The Class insignia shall be the shape of a Dutch wooden shoe made to the scale shown in the plan adopted by the A.N.S.C.

3. CHANGE OF OWNERSHIP:

Owners disposing of Registered Sabots shall forthwith notify the Registrar of the Association in writing, giving the name and address of the new owner, and the name of his or her club.

4. CHANGE OF ADDRESS:

Particulars of the change of address and/or change of club of a Registered Sabot owner shall be notified to the Registrar in writing as soon as possible after the event.

5. ELIGIBILITY:

Juniors: Sailing two up, both of whose 12th birthdays fall on or after the 1st July immediately preceding the current championships.

Seniors: Sailing one up and whose 12th birthday falls prior to the 1st July immediately preceding the current championships and whose 16th birthday falls on or after the 1st July preceding the current championships.

Sheethands are to sheet the sabot at all times, except in extenuating circumstances and in the true spirit of fair sailing.

6. SOUTH QUEENSLAND CHAMPIONSHIP EVENTS:

(a) Sabot Championships shall be conducted annually by a host club or clubs appointed by the Association for the purpose.  Such appointments shall be made by rotation or nomination.


(b) Each Championship event shall be conducted in a series of from three to six heats, depending on suitability of the weather and other considerations such as limited travelling time available to crews.


(c) Only sabots with current yearly registration can be nominated for participation in S.Q.S.A. events.


(d) Nomination of crews for participation in S.Q.S.A. events will be accepted only if they are current financial members of S.Q.S.A. and of an affiliated club at the time of the event.


(e) During an Association event no change of crew is to be made without the permission of the Race Committee.


(f) Instructions to crews for the conduct and control of events held under the direction of the Association (Sailing Instructions) are to contain the normal information outlined in terms of A.Y.F. requirements and, in addition, the following references:-

(i) The time when boats are to be rigged and ready with the crew for safety inspection.

(ii) Substitution of gear may be made only after the skipper has applied in writing and been granted permission to make the substitution from the Race Committee.


(g) (i) The Management Committee of the Association shall be the Race Committee for all S.Q.S.A. events.

(ii) An “Officer of the Day” shall be appointed by the ‘host’ club. This officer becomes a member of the Race Committee.

(h) The Association shall conduct Trial races annually to select the team to represent S.Q.S.A. at the National Sabot Championships.  The results of such races will normally determine the S.Q.S.A. Team, however, in the case of proven sickness, accident or injury or misfortune requiring compassionate consideration, occurring during these races, the Management Committee shall be empowered to make final selection of the best representative team.


(i) No skipper will be eligible for S.Q.S.A. events unless he or she has sailed three club races in Sabots during the current season prior to the Event and is prepared to sail Sabots in Club events.  Club events and Club races in this text means any club affiliated with the S.Q.S.A.


(j) A Notice of Race should be forwarded to affiliated clubs as soon as possible after an event has been allocated to a host club. The Notice of Race should contain all information available in accordance with the Class Rules and A.Y.F. Racing Rules Part II, 2 and Addendum A.


(k) Scoring System for all S.Q.S.A. Events will be as per A.Y.F. Appendix B2, “Low-Point Scoring System” i.e.: .75, 2, 3, 4 etc.


(l) Sailing Rule Protests – The following is the manner of making racing rules protests.  (This should be read in conjunction with Part VI, Section A of AYF Racing Rules.)

(i) Protests may be made only by the skipper or crew actually nominated in the event and shall be written on forms provided by the Race Secretary.  Such Protests, together with a fee of $5.00, shall be lodged within 1 hour of the finishing time of the last boat in the relevant division.

(ii) A boat flying a protest flag shall come ashore in a specified area, which shall be suitably marked, and be kept clear of all persons other than officials.

(iii) The persons coming ashore from such protesting boat shall report immediately to the S.Q.S.A. Counsellor.  Any communications with any person other than an official or skipper or crew of another boat coming ashore in the specified area who participated in the race, will automatically render the protest invalid.

(iv) The Counsellor shall advise and help the protesting person in any way, especially in preparing the protest form and securing the protest fee.

(v) The skipper and crew concerned shall not leave the specified area without the Counsellor’s permission until the protest is lodged.

(vi) The Protest Committee will hear protests as soon as possible in approximately the order of receipt.

(vii) Protest notices will be posted within 30 minutes of the protest time to inform competitors where and when there is a hearing in which they are parties to or named as witnesses.

(m)  (i) The South Queensland Championship will be decided on the lowest cumulative score from the final results of all S.Q.S.A. events for the season, i.e.: Selection Trials, Bay Titles and River Titles.
 (ii) The skipper may carry the points referred to in 6. (m) (i) to different boats between championship events.

7. SAFETY:

(a) It shall be the duty of O.O.D. to see that the Rules of the Association are observed and instances of failure, especially in the interests of safety, shall be reported at the Race Committee.


(b) Crew of sabots nominated by S.Q.S.A. events must be capable of swimming at least 30 metres in cloths usually worn when sailing.


(c) An Australian Standards approved life jacket/buoyancy vest shall be worn by each member of the crew of a Sabot.


(d) A tow rope must be carried in the boat; it must extend from the bow at least twice the length of the boat, and be of adequate strength for towing purposes.  It should be a minimum of 6mm in diameter and be attached to a strong point in the boat, lead through the fairlead ready for use.


(e) In the event of a capsize in conditions beyond the capacity of the crew to handle the yacht, or breakage of gear, the crew shall stay with the boat until assistance arrives.


(f) Any Sabot which capsizes shall be regarded by escort vessels as requiring “immediate attention”, but not necessarily assistance.


(g) The crew of a capsized Sabot shall be subject to the direction and control of the Skipper of any official escort vessel which reaches the scene of capsize, and shall obey any reasonable instructions given by the said Skipper.


(h) S.Q.S.A. events shall not proceed unless “adequate escort vessels” are available and on duty on the course.


(i) The Race Committee shall use its discretion in determining suitable racing conditions, but as a general guide races will not be started in winds exceeding 25 knots.

8. SAILING INSTRUCTIONS

Sailing instructions shall conform to guidelines as set out in the AYF Yacht Racing Book, and shall include a clause whereby obscene language or abusive behaviour by competitors or their parents shall be an offence subject to protest by competitors and/or Race Committee.
